Dr. S. David Appathurai: A Legacy of

Dedication and Excellence (Commerce)

Dr. S. David Appathurai is a distinguished
academician and administrator whose contributions

have left an indelible mark on St. Xavier’s College. His

journey with the institution began in 1989-90 as a leave
vacancy staff, and after brief stints at Thiagarajar
Hindu College and Punitha Peter School, he returned
to St. Xavietr’s in 1994, where he has served with
unwavering dedication ever since.Over the years, Dr.
Appathurai has held numerous pivotal roles, including
Warden of Xavier Hostel (1994-2000), Student
Director (2002-2003), Coordinator of the Democracy
Forum (2011-2015), Secretary of the Staff Association
(2013-14), and Head of the Department of Corporate
Studies (2017-2020). He also served as the Nodal
Officer for the Notebook Maintenance Scheme from
2016 to 2023 and is currently the Head of the
Department of Commerce (2023-2025).

A prolific researcher and mentor, Dr.
Appathurai has guided 20 M.Phil. scholars and 7 Ph.D.
scholars. His academic contributions include 11
research articles and three notable books: Principles
of Management, etqpilest  eflpwler and LoBeueT
Guulimuy sreurmserw ol waHsepw, His
commitment to student welfare and social service
carned him the Best NSS Programme Officer Award
from Manonmaniam Sundaranar University. Dr.
Appathurai’s dedication continues to inspire both
students and faculty, making him a cornerstone of the

institution’s success.

Dr. K. Sahayaraj: A Visionary Educator and

Researcher

Dr. K. Sahayaraj’s illustrious career spans over
30 years in teaching and 35 years in research, marked
by extraordinary achievements and global recognition.
With academic credentials including M.Sc., M.Phil.,
Ph.D., and D.Sc., along with additional qualifications
such as PGDCA and PGDPP, Dr. Sahayaraj has made
invaluable contributions to the fields of Zoology and
Entomology, particularly in agricultural sciences and

biocontrol strategies. His expertise has earned him
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fellowships in prestigious scientific societies, including
the Royal Entomological Society of London, the
Entomological Society of India, and the Zoological
Society of India. He has also served as Secretary
General of IOBC-APRS and as an Executive Council
Member of the Asian Phytopathological Society,

fostering global scientific collaborations.

At St. Xavier’s College, Dr. Sahayaraj has held
key leadership roles, including Director of the Crop
Protection Research Centre (1998-2025), Dean of the
Faculty of Sciences (2013-2015), Head of the
Department of Zoology (2017-2020), and member of
the Research Cell, IQAC, and UGC Planning &
Evaluation Committee. His visionary leadership has
profoundly shaped the academic and research
environment of the institution. Dr. Sahayaraj’s research
legacy is unparalleled. He has supervised 22 Ph.D.
scholars, 25 M.Phil., students, and numerous
postgraduate students. His extensive body of work
includes 178 peer-reviewed journal publications, 9
books, and over 4,256 citations with an H-index of
33. He has described and re-described four new insect
species and holds a sanctioned patent (No. 422778).
His accolades include the Scientists of the Year Award
(NESA), Young Achievers Award (SADHNA), Bharat
Seva Ratan Gold Medal, Best Teacher Award (Aram
NGO, 2024), and the Rao Bahadur Yelseti
Ramachandra Rao Memorial Award at the national
level, as well as the Hyoshi Environmentalist Award
(Japan), YOUNG IOBC Award, and Excellent Scholar
Award (XIX International Botanical Congress, China)

internationally.

Beyond academia, Dr. Sahayaraj has actively
engaged in Farmers’ Training programs across Tamil
Nadu, transferring vital agricultural technologies to
rural communities. His contributions as a conference

session chair, keynote speaker, and invited lecturer at

his reputation as a global leader in his field. As we bid
farewell to this extraordinary educator, researcher, and
mentor, we express our deepest gratitude for his
unwavering commitment to academic excellence.

ACTIVITIES OF INTERNAL QUALITY
ASSURANCE CELL (IQAC)

Orientation Programme

An otientation programme was conducted for
senior faculty members (appointed before 2014) on
15th June 2024, with 75 participants. The session
focused on “Qualities of an Effective Teacher &
Workplace Ethics” and “Benchmarks for Research,”
led by Dr. B. BenesonThilagarChristadoss and Dr. S.
Sudhakar. Additionally, newly recruited faculty
members attended an orientation on 29th June 2024
and 6th July 2024, with 50 participants, where they
were introduced to institutional culture, academic

policies, and teaching methodologies.
Refresher Course

In alignment with UGC-PMMMNMTT
guidelines, a comprehensive 14-day refresher course
on ”ICT-Enabled Teaching and Learning” was
conducted from 29th May to 14th June 2024,
benefiting 98 faculty members appointed since 2014.
The topics E-content Preparation, 21st-Century Skills,
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Jesuit Education, Outcome-Based Education (OBE),
Academic Bank of Credit (ABC), and Bloom’s
Taxonomy, equipped the participants with modern
pedagogical tools and strategies. SXC management

granted of 13,060,251/ for this initiative.

St. Xavier’s College organized several key
programs in 2024-2025 to enhance professional
development and institutional efficiency. A One-
day ORCID INFLIBNET Awareness
Programme on 23rd July 2024 benefited 140
participants, supported by a Rs. 45,000 grant.

Gender Audit

Trust. The audit focused on female representation in
key roles, student admissions, exam results,

scholarships, and gender-inclusive infrastructure.

Centres across various departments, supported by 77
dedicated Research Guides. During the academic year
2024-2025, 26 candidates successfully defended their
Ph.D. theses, while 22 new candidates registered for
doctoral programs. Currently, 210 scholars are actively

pursuing their Ph.D. research.

The college takes pride in supporting its
research scholars through various scholarships. One
scholar is receiving a stipend from the Department of
Collegiate Education, while six others are supported
by the Tamil Nadu Government Adi Dravidar and
Tribal Welfare Department Scholarship. Additionally,
seven scholars have been awarded the UGC NET/JRF
scholarship and NFOBC Scholarship, and one scholar
has secured the CSIR NET under the National
Fellowship for SC scheme. We extend our heartfelt
appreciation to all Directors of Research
Centres and Research Guides for their unwavering
commitment to advancing research and academic
excellence during the academic year 2024-2025. Their
efforts continue to inspire and elevate the research

culture at St. Xavier’s College.
XRF

XRF has published 143 publications in various
international peer reviewed journals and 14 books since
2019; In this academic year, “Xavier Solai’ an Agro,
Eco, and Biodiversity Park was inaugurated by then
District Collector, Dr K. P. Karthikeyan I.A.S., on
September 3, 2024. This 25-acre park was established

by XRF and is situated in Irudhayakulam,
Vickiramasingapuram, near Papanasam. Nearly 400
ecologically, medicinally and economically valuable
plants as well as traditional breeds of livestock are
maintained. Currently XRF is running six major projects
(3 government and 3 non-government) to the tune of
Rs.4,06,93,470/-. Our sincere appreciations to Rev. Fr.
Dr. S. Ignacimuthu SJ, who is acclaimed as one among
the greatest 1% scientists of the world and the XRF
team for keeping the flag of St. Xavier’s college high

in research.
RESEARCH GRANT

St. Xavier’s college has taken special initiatives
to promote research. In this academic year, the college
has given Rs.1,50,500/ - as incentive to Research Guides
and faculty members for successfully guiding research

scholars and publication in various journals.

The Management has instituted new St.
Xavier’s College Research Grant (SXCRG) from the
academic year 2024-2025. A Research Grant of Rs.
25,000/~ each for five Science faculty members and
four Arts faculty members to carry out minor research

projects was sanctioned.
PEER-REVIEWED JOURNALS

Publication of quality research papers in peer-
reviewed journals facilitates dissemination of
knowledge in a particular field. There are six peer-
reviewed journals periodically published by the college.
Total citation in SCOPUS index and Web of Science
since 1975 is 19,378 publications in SCOPUS Index
and Web of Science by our faculty members is 1,237.

PAPER PRESENTATION AND PUBLICATION

In 2024-2025, faculty attended various
conferences and seminars and presented papers. 167

presented papers in conferences and 107 presented
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papers were published in Conference Proceedings. 201
papers were published in various reputed journals and

52 chapters in edited books.

LIBRARY

Fr. J. Santiago Library at St. Xavier’s College has
expanded its collection to 132,174 volumes, including 4,315
back volumes, and provides access to 110 journals, 164,309
e-books, and 6,500 e-journals through DELNET,
INFLIBNET, and N-List. Key initiatives in 2024 included a
Library Orientation Program for first-year students (June
26 — July 10), a staff visit to Kalaignar Centenary Library,
Madurai (August 10) to explore modern management
practices, and a Tamil literature and research workshop
(August 13-14) on manuscript preservation and digital
resources. The Art and Literature Festival (September 18)
engaged 140 students from 11 colleges in creative
competitions, while a Bibliometrics workshop (September
20) trained 75 research scholars in VoS& R Studio techniques.
Committed to academic excellence, the library continues to
enhance its resources, integrating technology and supporting

research and learning.

UNNAT BHARAT ABHIYAN (UBA)

Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA) is a program by
the Government of India to improve the lives of people
in 5 rural areas and established an MoU with SIRDP,
GRI and Saradha Krishna Homeopathy Medical
College. An amount of Rs. 2 lakhs was just granted

along with other projects that we have in hand.
XAVIER ACADEMY

Xavier Academy for competitive exams,
established in April 2024, is managed by the Jesuits
under the society of St. Francis Xavier. The academy

The academy provides
coaching for various exams, including UPSC, TNPSC,
Banking, SSC, RRB, SI Police, PG TRB, TET, NET,
SET and Railway Exams.

A Xaverian Co-Operative store ‘XCOS’, is
established by the Department of Commerce by
receiving financial aid from their Alumni at our college
premises.

INFORMATION CENTRE - HELP DESK

The Help Desk/Information Centre at St.
Xavier’s College, Palayamkottai, is established at the
main entrance which serves as a point of contact for
both students and visitors, providing assistance and
necessary information related to college activities,
admissions, exams, and general inquiries. The Help-
Desk offers Admission Information, Academic

(SHIFT I)

The Mathematics Association successfully
organized a series of academic events, workshops, and
lectures throughout the academic year 2024-2025.
These initiatives aimed to enhance students’
mathematical knowledge, problem-solving skills, and
career readiness. Below is a detailed account of the
key events conducted. The activities of the
Mathematics Association for the academic year 2024-

He provided
insights into Artificial Intelligence and Web Designing,
with a particular focus on Digital Marketing, explaining
how Google ads are created and how they target specific

audiences.

Another seminar was organized on August 6,
2024, on the topic “Amazon Web Services” at Loyola
Hall for students from the Computer Applications and
Computer Science departments. Mr. Jerold, Assistant
Coordinator of the Placement Cell, welcomed the
resource person, Mr. Yasharth Singh, CTO and COO
at Hire3x, with a small memento.

RESEARCH CENTRES

ZOOLOGY RESEARCH CENTRE (1957)
1) ENTOMOLOGY RESEARCH UNIT (1982)

The Entomology Research Unit (ERU),
Department of Zoology, St. Xavier’s College
(Autonomous), Palayamkottai, continues its research
and extension activities under the guidance of Dr. P.
Selvaraj and Dr. T. Pushpanathan. In this academic
year, under the guidance of Dr. P. Selvaraj, two
research scholars, Sr. M. Velankanny and Mr. J.
Sherlin John, were awarded the Doctor of Philosophy
by Manonmaniam Sundaranar University. Two
Ph.D. scholars, Dr. J. Princy RathnamalaJayaseeli
and Dr. M. Velankanny, have been appointed as
Assistant Professors of Zoology at Thiagarajar
College, Madurai, and Jeyaraj Annapackiam
College for Women, Periyakulam, Theni,

respectively.

At present, one research scholar is pursuing
her Ph.D. at ERU
Dr. T. Pushpanathan.

under the guidance of
Dr. P. Selvaraj  and Dr.
T. Pushpanathan participated in a two-day
international conference on ‘Biodiversity and
Climate Change’, held on February 13th and 14th,
2025, at St. Xavier’s College (Autonomous),
Palayamkottai. The scholars at ERU participated in
one international conference, presented seven
papers, and published three research articles in
SCOPUS-indexed journals. Additionally, UG & PG
students are engaged in projects on comparative

mitochondrial genomics and phytochemical

insecticide toxicity.

2) CENTRE FOR AQUACULTURE
RESEARCH AND EXTENSION (CARE)
(1996)

Centre for Aquaculture Research and Extension
(CARE), under the Department of Zoology, conducts
interdisciplinary research across various aquaculture
domains, including biodiversity, toxicology, pollution
assessment, fish nutrition, feed formulation
technology, fish pathology, genetics, water quality
assessment, aquatic biotechnology, and fish histology.
Recent research efforts focus on advancements in
probiotics, specifically fish gut probiotics, water
probiotics, and the discovery of drugs utilizing bacterial
secondary metabolites. CARE’s research priorities also
include the treatment and management of fish diseases
and enhancing growth rates in both large-scale and
small-scale aquaculture operations. Furthermore, the
centre places significant emphasis on developing culture

and breeding techniques for ornamental fish species.

Currently, seven research scholars are pursuing
their doctoral

Dr. J. Ronald, Dr. P. Raja, and Dr. R. Azhaguraj. Notably,

degrees under the  guidance of
D. Anni Jain Askwith Mary, a research scholar under
Dr. R. Azhaguraj, was awarded a Ph.D. for her work
on “Effect of Probiotics and Spirulina on Growth,
Haematology, and Biochemical Constituents of
Labeorohita.” Additionally, two research scholars
Mrs. P. Krishnammal (241112822001) and ~ Mrs.
G.S. Mowniga (241112822011) have registered for a
Ph.D. under the guidance of Dr. R. Azhaguraj during

this academic year.
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The centre’s research output includes 14 research
articles published in Scopus/Web of Science journals,
with Dr. R. Azhaguraj (8) and Dr. P. Raja (6) as
contributors, along with three book chapters. Dr. R.
Azhaguraj also served as a resource person in nine
programs, including seminars, conferences, workshops,
and guest lectures. CARE’s research scholars actively
participated in national and international conferences,
presenting papers on various topics. The centre’s
research endeavours are further supported by the college
management, with Dr. R. Azhaguraj receiving a minor
project grant of ! 25,000 for the project titled
“Quantification and Characterization of Microplastics
in Sediment, Water, and Fish from the Tamiraparani

River, India,” funded by SXC.

3) CROP PROTECTION RESEARCH
CENTRE (CPRC) (1998)

The Crop Protection Research Centre (CPRC)
continues its research activities uninterrupted, focusing
on eco-friendly pest management. Two novel
botanical-based formulations were developed and
evaluated for their efficacy against five significant crops.
Additionally, conventional methods for managing
coleopteran pests in rice storage were investigated. A
new approach for managing mosquito larvae was also
developed using a predatory fishDr. K. Sahayaraj
received national recognition from the Dr. Vasantharaj
David Research Foundation. As part of his academic
engagements, he attended two conferences in
Palayamkottai and Chennai. Notably, one of his B.Sc.
students’ (A. Antony Gracy Princess) projects was

published in Phytoparasitica, a journal with an impact

factor of 1.5. Currently, three CPRC research scholars
are in the final stages of their Ph.D. research and are
preparing to submit their theses promptly, as the

director is set to retire by the end of May 2025.

4) VECTOR BIOLOGY AND
PHARMACOLOGY (2017)

The Centre for Vector Biology and Pharmacology
has been active since 2017, focusing on research in
sericulture, pharmacology, biodiversity of birds and
insects, mosquito management, and related fields. In
the2024-2025 academic year, two Ph.D. degrees were
awarded, and two Ph.D. thesis were submitted.
Currently, six Ph.D. students are conducting research
in aquatic biodiversity, mosquito control, and the
pharmaceutical effects of plant extracts, with two more
students (Mr. R. Prasanth & Ms. A. Ketchiel Prarthana)
registered this year. Our research efforts resulted in ten
research papers published in peer-reviewed journals,
along with two book chapters. Scholars actively
participated in over six seminars and presented seven
papers at national and international conferences.
Additionally, research academics attended seven
workshops hosted by various organizations and
completed one course and a faculty development
program (FDP). An ongoing one-year minor research
project, funded by the St. Xavier’s College Minor
Research Grant (SXCRG) to Dr. S. Mabel Parimala,
focuses on “Preliminary phytochemical screening, in
silico activity prediction, in vitro antioxidant, anti-
inflammatory, anti-diabetic, antimicrobial, and

anticancer studies on selected medicinal plants.”
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BOTANY RESEARCH CENTRE

5) PLANT MOLECULAR BIOLOGY
RESEARCH UNIT (2001)

The Plant Molecular Biology Research Unit
(PMRU), established in 2001, continues its
commitment to advancing plant molecular biology
research through 2024-2025. Our research portfolio
spans several specialized domains, including advanced
molecular characterization of aquatic and terrestrial
plants using techniques such as marker-assisted
selection, gene cloning, and genetic engineering. We
also focus on the discovery of microbial-derived
pharmaceuticals from plant-associated
microorganisms, enhancement of crop productivity
through beneficial microbial interactions, and the
cultivation and biochemical analysis of microalgae for
biotechnological applications. Other key areas include
the application of bioinformatics and statistical tools
for genomic and metabolomic analysis, identification
of stress-responsive genes in crops to develop climate-
resilient varieties, investigation of secondary
metabolite production in medicinal plants via
transcriptomics, and the development of eco-friendly

biofertilizers and biopesticides from beneficial

microbes.

During this academic year, our laboratory has
made significant progress in screening novel azo-dye
degrading bacterial strains and evaluating their plant
growth promotion capabilities on selected food crops
under controlled greenhouse conditions. Particular
attention has been given to monitoring genetic
variations in treated plants and analysing shifts in
microbiome compositions following supplementation

protocols. Two scholars, Mrs. E. Jebarubi and Mr. S.

Arokiaraj, successfully completed their Ph.D.
programmes, marking significant milestones for the
unit. Our research output has been substantial, with
four papers published in reputable, Scopus-indexed, and
UGC-CARE-listed journals. Additionally, the unit
contributed valuable knowledge to the scientific
community through two book chapters: “GMO in
Millet: Advancing Nutrition and Agriculture” and “The Role
of Ethnobotany in Reducing Carbon Footprints”, both

published in an international volume by Nitya

Publications, Bhopal.

The PMRU scholars have been particularly active
in academic conferences, presenting 15 research articles
at various international and national events. Their
excellence has been recognized through multiple
awards. Mr. M. Sathyananth secured first prize for best
paper presentations at the Infernational Conference on
Recent Innovations and Emerging Trends in Life Science at
Kamaraj College, Thoothukudi, and at the National
Conference on Disappearing Wetland Ecosystems — Emerging
Environmental Issues at Rani Anna Government College
for Women, Tirunelveli. Similarly, St. S. Lourdu Pouline
won first prize at the Prof. Joy Mobandhas Endowment
National Seminar & Paper Presentation Contest on “Green
Horizons: Innovations in Botany for a Sustainable Future” at
St. Mary’s College, Thoothukudi, and at the International
Conference on Recent Trends in Plant Science (RTPS-25) at
Sarah Tucker College, Tirunelveli. She also secured
second prize at the International Conference on Recent
Innovations and Emerging Trends in Life Science at Kamaraj
College, Thoothukudi.

Dr. T. Leon Stephan Raj, the Director of PMRU,
has extended his academic leadership beyond the unit
by serving as chairperson for two significant events:

the International Conference on Biodiversity and
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Climate Change (ICBCC-25) at St. Xavier’s College,
Palayamkottai, and the International Conference on
Recent Innovations and Emerging Trends in Life
Science at Kamaraj College, Thoothukudi.
Additionally, he has strengthened the scientific rigour
in his field by serving as a reviewer for several
scientific journals, further solidifying his standing in

the academic community.

The PMRU remains committed to fostering the
next generation of researchers, with three scholars
currently pursuing Ph.D. degrees, including Ms. Sasi
Bharathi, who joined in July 2024. Three manuscripts
have been submitted to high-impact journals and are
currently under peer review. Our research
infrastructure, including advanced microscopy systems,
high-speed centrifuges, PCR machines, and a gel
documentation system, is consistently maintained at
shared

collaboratively among our research team and

6) CENTRE FOR PLANT BIOTECHNOLOGY
(2011)

The Centre for Plant Biotechnology (CPB) is
currently focusing on the ex-siz# conservation of rare
and endangered ferns of the Western Ghats, India, as
well as the 7n vitro ontogeny and stage-specific

phytochemical and molecular characterization of

pteridophytes. At present, four research scholars—Ms.
Silvia Juliet (FT), Mr. A. Periasamy IFS (PT, Chief
Conservator of Forests, Villupuram Division,
Villupuram), Ms. Vasanthasakthi (FT), and Mr. Robin
Charles (FT)—are pursuing their research under the
guidance of Dr. M. Johnson. Additionally, Ms. M.
Sujatha and Ms. Vidyarani George successfully
defended their Ph.D. thesis on 14.05.2024. Dr. M.
Johnson serves as a reviewer for several prestigious
journals, including the South African Journal of Botany,
Scientific Reports, Journal of Environmental Management,
Journal of Herbal Medicine, Clinical Complementary Medicine
and Pharmacology, Food Chemistry Advances, Journal of
Threatened 1axa, Electronic Journal of Biotechnology, Discover
Applied Sciences, Phytoparasitica, and Food Science &
Nutrition. During this academic year, five research
papers have been published in Scopus/WOS-indexed
journals. Additionally, five book chapters have been
published by internationally reputed publishers, namely
Springer and Bentham Books. Dr. M. Johnson also
served as a resource person for the National Seminar
on Biotechnology for Sustainable Development at Annai
Velankanni College, Nagercoil, and the State-Level
Workshop on How to Write a Review Paper at Holy Cross
College, Nagercoil.

7) CENTRE FOR ADVANCED RESEARCH IN
PLANT SCIENCES (CARPS) (2016)

The Centre for Advanced Research in Plant
Sciences (CARPS) was established in 2016 by Rev. Dr.
A. Joseph, S.J., former Principal of St. Xavier’s College
(Autonomous), Palayamkottai, with the mission of
advancing progress in the field of plant sciences. A
dedicated space for the centre was provided and blessed

by Rev. Dr. Antonysamy, S.J., Secretary of St. Xavier’s
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College (Autonomous), Palayamkottai, on 19.01.2017.
Dr. J. John Peter Paul, Assistant Professor of Botany,
is the Director of CARPS and focuses on recent trends
in plant sciences. A major research project titled
“Screening of Biochemical and Molecular Diversity of Selected
Brown Algae,” sanctioned by the Science and
Engineering Research Board (SERB), Department of
Science and Technology (DST), New Delhi, was
successfully completed in 2022.

Research scholar Mrs. M. Athi Lakshmi has
submitted her Ph.D. thesis on the Molecular Biological
and Phytochemical Diversity of Marine Macroalgae to
Manonmaniam Sundaranar University, Tirunelveli.
Another Ph.D. research scholar, Ms. B. Abisha, is
currently focusing her research on the same field. A
total of six research articles were published in UGC-
approved/peer-reviewed international research
journals during the academic year 2024-2025. The
Director and research scholars of CARPS have
participated in and presented four research articles at
various national and international conferences,
symposia, and workshops, including those held at
Standard Fireworks Rajarathnam College, Sivakasi, and
Sarah Tucker College, Palayamkottai. Additionally, five
rbel. sequences were deposited in the National Centre
for Biotechnology Information (NCBI), Bethesda,
Maryland.

Dr. J. John Peter Paul has been serving as an
editorial board member for several research journals,
including the Bulletin of Environment, Pharmacology and
Life Sciences, International Journal of Pharmacentical Research
and Bio-Science, International Journal of Advanced Research
in Biological Sciences, Advanced Journal of Pharmacy and
Life Science Research, International Journal of Research in

Science and Technology, International Journal of Universal

Science and Engineering, American Journal of Pharmacology
and Pharmacotherapentics, International Jounrnal of
Nanobiotechnology, and International Journal of Molecular
Biotechnology. He also acts as a reviewer for the

International Journal of British Biomedical Bulletin.
8) CHEMISTRY RESEARCH CENTRE (2011)

The Chemistry Department was elevated to the
level of a research centre in 2011. The Chemistry
Research Centre has a well-equipped research
laboratory exclusively for research scholars, providing
facilities for conducting advanced studies. It also houses
an instrumentation centre equipped with a Guoy
balance, Flash Photometer, Rota Evaporator, UV
Spectrophotometer, FTIR, HPLC, and an
electrochemical workstation, among others. In addition,
the department has two more research laboratories,
bringing the total research area to 1,420 sq. ft. The
department focuses on key research fields such as
phytochemistry, electro-organic  chemistry,
nanochemistry, polymer chemistry, green chemistry,

supramolecular chemistry, and adsorption studies.

To support research activities, the college
subscribes to three journals for chemistry scholars: the
International Journal of Applied Chemistry, International
Journal of Chemistry & Applications, and the International
Journal of Pure and Applied Chemistry. Dr. C. Maria
Magdalane has received a research grant of 1 25,000
from the management. The department also has a
dedicated library of approximately 375 sq. ft.,
providing access to more than 315 books for research
scholars and postgraduate students. Currently, the
research centre has nine recognized research guides,

with sixteen research scholars pursuing their Ph.D.
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degrees under their supervision. In this academic year,
a total of seven research papers have been published
in reputed international journals, along with one book

chapter.
9) PHYSICS RESEARCH CENTRE (2010)

The Physics Research Centre was established in
2010 and has developed a well-defined system to
promote research. Exclusive research units, such as the
Materials Research Centre, Crystal Growth Lab, and
Energy Research Centre, function at the department
level to support research scholars of the college.
Currently, 23 research scholars are pursuing their
research under nine research supervisors. The Physics
Research Centre is accessible to all postgraduate (PG)
students, whether they have their own research projects

or intend to undertake research as interns.

The Physics Department has procured research
instruments worth 1 1,49.910/- to facilitate UV studies
and analyse the optical properties of thin films and
nanomaterials. Faculty members of the department are
actively conducting research in fields such as crystal
growth, thin films, nanomaterials, polymers,
optoelectronics, supercapacitors, and more. Nineteen
research papers have been published in reputed national
and international journals in the academic year 2024—
2025. Additionally, the Department of Physics
maintains an MoU with PSN College of Engineering,
Melathediyoor, to collaborate on research activities
related to nanomaterial synthesis and characterization,
polymer research, and hands-on training on the

electrochemical workstation.

10) MATERIALS RESEARCH CENTRE
(2015)

The Materials Research Centre (MRC),
Department of Physics, is actively engaged in research
across various domains of materials science ranging
from the development of novel nanomaterials for
energy applications to the characterization of advanced
nanomaterials. Notable achievements include the
synthesis of graphene-based composites with
exceptional mechanical properties and the discovery
of new catalysts for sustainable chemical processes.
Three of our research scholars—Mr. P. Ajith, Mr. M.
Sappani Muthu, and Sr. Agnes CIC—have successfully
completed their public viva voce examinations and
received their doctoral degrees. Currently, Mr. A. Caroll
Xavier, Ms. T. Xavier Jerlin Akshaya, and Ms. M. Maria
Jenifer are conducting research under the guidance of
Dr. D. Prem Anand. Dr. P. Ramasamy, Research
Director of SSN College of Engineering, Chennai,
visited our research centre and engaged in a fruitful
discussion on the irradiation of solids and the SR
Method. 3 project proposals have been submitted to
various funding agencies, including DST, CSIR and
TNSCST. During this academic year, the MRC has
published seven research articles in leading national
and international journals. The centre has been
consistently engaged in cutting-edge research, from
developing novel nanomaterials for energy applications
to characterizing advanced materials for aerospace
engineering. Its contributions include the synthesis of
graphene-based composites with superior mechanical
properties and the discovery of new catalysts for
sustainable chemical processes. The MRC has published
numerous papers in high-impact journals, significantly
contributing to the global body of knowledge in

materials science.
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Looking ahead, the MRC is poised for continued growth
and success. Future plans include expanding research
initiatives in emerging fields such as quantum materials,
biomaterials, and additive manufacturing. The centre
also aims to strengthen existing collaborations and
forge new partnerships to address complex material
challenges and drive innovation across diverse sectors.
The Materials Research Centre has had a highly
productive and impactful year, advancing knowledge,
fostering collaboration, and driving innovation in
materials science and engineering. With a strong
foundation and a clear vision for the future, the centre
is well-positioned to make even greater contributions

to the field in the years to come.
11) CRYSTAL RESEARCH CENTRE (2015)

Crystal Research Centrehas successfully
published three research papers in reputed journals. The
first paper, “Investigations of Efficient Nonlinear
Optical Tetra Glycine Ammonium Sulphate (TGAS)
Crystal for Optoelectronic Applications,” explores the
growth, characterization, and nonlinear optical
properties of TGAS crystals, highlighting their potential
use in optoelectronic devices. The second paper,
“Enhanced Specific Capacitance of Ni Foam-Coated
Ag, MoO,, Symmetric Supercapacitor Synthesized by
the Hydrothermal Method,” focuses on developing
high-performance supercapacitors using Ni foam-
coated Ag, MoO,, , demonstrating improved energy
storage capabilities. The third paper, “Efficient
Nonlinear Optical Single Crystal Synthesized Using L-
Threonine with Maleic Acid,” reports the synthesis and
characterization of an efficient nonlinear optical single
crystal, enhancing its applicability in laser and photonic

technologies.

In addition to these publications, one research
paper has been submitted for publication: “Enhanced
Ethanol Sensing Performance of FeMnOf Thin Films
Prepared by the Spray Pyrolysis Method with Variable
Thickness.” This study investigates the effect of
thickness variation on the ethanol sensing properties
of FeMnOf thin films, providing insights into

optimizing sensor performance.

The centre has also made significant progress in
Ph.D. research, with two scholars (Mr. P. Gershom
Jebaraj, Ms. M. Josephine Gladiya) successfully
submitting their theses, contributing novel findings in
nonlinear optics, energy storage, and gas sensing.
Current and future research efforts are focused on
advancing nonlinear optical materials for
optoelectronics, enhancing supercapacitor efficiency,
and refining thin-film gas sensor technologies using
FeMnOf and other metal oxides. Additionally, the lab
is developing hybrid materials for multi-functional
applications, exploring emerging nanostructured
materials for enhanced performance, and integrating
Al-driven data analysis techniques for material
characterization. Collaborative efforts with research
institutions are being strengthened to translate these

findings into real-world applications.
12) ENERGY RESEARCH CENTRE (2022)

The Energy Research Centre at St. Xavier’s
College, Palayamkottai, is actively engaged in
pioneering research on energy storage, solar cells, and
battery applications. Under the guidance of Dr. S. Anna
Venus, Assistant Professor & Research Supervisor, four
research scholars are currently conducting their doctoral
studies, focusing on cutting-edge advancements in these

domains. The lab is well-equipped with state-of-the-
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art instruments, including a magnetic stirrer with a hot
plate, hot air oven, centrifuge, weighing balance,
autoclave, desiccator, and microwave oven, providing

a robust foundation for experimental research.

The research scholars have made remarkable
contributions to the field. C. Bhagya Lakshmi initiated
her research in July 2019, working on “Synthesis &
Characterization of Nano composites for Opto-
Electronic Applications”, funded by the RFRS 19-20
project with a ! 3 lakh grant, successfully completed
over two years. S. Jeya Lakshmi, who started her
research in January 2020, focused on “Investigation
and Characterization of Polymer Nanocomposites for
Engineering Applications.” Her work has been
successfully submitted for evaluation. D. Sher Meena
commenced her research in January 2022, focusing on
“Synthesis, Characterization, and Electrochemical
Performance of New-Generation Hybrid Materials for
Economic and Ultrastable Green Energy Storage
Applications,” an ongoing project. D. Catherine
Denisha, who began her research in December 2023,
is working on “Biosynthesis of Bio-Nanocomposites
as Electrolytes for High-Performance Energy Storage
Devices.” Additionally, B. Delphine is set to start her
research in February 2025, focusing on “High-
Durability Platinum-Based Oxygen Reduction
Catalysts for Proton Exchange Membrane (PEM) Fuel
Cells.”

The scholars have actively participated in
national and international conferences, workshops, and
research collaborations. S. Jeya Lakshmi presented
research findings on bio-host polysaccharide-based

solid electrolytes at the National Conference on Recent

Developments in Effective Materials (REDEEMS’24)
at Sarah Tucker College, Tirunelveli, and delivered
another paper at the International Conference on Nano
Materials Characterization, Hydrogen Energy, and Fuel
Cells (ICWNF 2025) at St. Xavier’s College,
Palayamkottai. She also visited Saveetha University,
Chennali, for project-based knowledge exchange and
successfully submitted her Ph.D. thesis on March 3,
2025.

D. Sher Meena has actively contributed to
research discussions, presenting her work on
nanomaterials for electrochemical applications at the
International Conference on Advanced Materials and
Their Applications at V.O. Chidambaram College,
Tuticorin, and on aluminium-based nanocomposites for
energy storage at the International Conference at St.

D. Catherine Denisha has presented her research
on Mn-doped ZnS nanocomposites for photocatalytic
degradation at the International Conference on Recent
Advancements in Materials Science and Nuclear
Energy Research (ICRAMNR-2024) at Government
Arts and Science College, Kovilpatti. She has also
attended a national webinar on dielectric spectroscopy,
a conference on higher education research scholarships,
and a hands-on bibliometrics workshop at St. Xavier’s
College. Her research on biopolymer electrolytes for
energy storage was presented at the International

Conference at St. Xavier’s College, Palayamkottai.
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In addition to individual research achievements,
B. Delphine is collaborating with Aatral Innovations
Private Limited, Chennai, further strengthening
industry-academic partnerships. The department has
also secured funding under the St. Xavier’s College
Research Grant (SXCRG) for 2024-2025, with Dr. S.
Anna Venus leading a project titled “Investigation of
Biopolymer-Based Magnesium Batteries by Solution
Casting Technique.” With ongoing research, active
participation in global scientific discussions, and a
strong foundation in energy materials and sustainable
technologies, the Energy Research Lab continues to
push the boundaries of scientific innovation. The lab
remains committed to fostering high-impact research,
interdisciplinary collaborations, and real-world
applications in the field of energy storage and

conversion.

13) MATHEMATICS RESEARCH CENTRE
(2003)

The Mathematics Research Centre, established
in 2003, is committed to fostering innovation through
collaborative research. With four Research Supervisors
and 14 Research Scholars, the Centre actively explores
diverse fields, including Graph Theory, Algebraic
Graph Theory, Functional Analysis, Algebra, and Fuzzy
Logic. Its dedication to academic excellence is reflected
in the completion of Ph.D. research, new registrations,

conference engagements, and impactful publications.

During the academic year 2024-2025, 64 research
scholars successfully defended their Ph.D. dissertations.
Under the guidance of Dr. A. Lourdusamy, Mrs. P.
Aruna Rukmani, Mr. I. Dhiviyanandam, Ms. S. Kitheri
Ammal, and Ms. F. Joy Beaula completed their research,

while Mr. S. Sahayaraj Joseph Nirmalkumar, supervised

by Dr. S. Sujith, also achieved his Ph.D. milestone.
Additionally, four new scholars have registered for
doctoral research under the mentorship of Dr. Y.
Therese Sunitha Mary, Dr. S. Nithya, and Dr. S. Sujith,

further strengthening the Centre’s research community.

The Centre has actively engaged in academic
events, hosting and participating in conferences and
workshops to encourage knowledge dissemination and
collaboration. The International Conference on Graphs
from Algebraic Structures ICGA 2024), conducted on
September 11-12, 2024, attracted 133 participants and
featured eminent speakers such as Dr. T. Tamizh
Chelvam (CSIR Emeritus Scientist, Manonmaniam
Sundaranar University), Dr. M. R. Pournaki (Professor,
Sharif University of Technology, Iran), Dr. T. Asir
(Associate Professor, Pondicherry University), and Dr.
T. Kavaskar (Assistant Professor, Central University
of Tamil Nadu). A special session on Research
Advances in Domination in Graph Theory was
organized on October 10, 2024, engaging 52 students
in advanced mathematical discussions. The Centre also
conducted a Two-Day Intra-Collegiate Workshop on
Problem Solving in Algebra and Analysis for PG
studentsonFebruary 18-19, 2025, with 75 students
participating; Furthermore, the  Rew. Dr.
A. Antonysamy Golden Jubilee Endowment Lecture,
held on January 27, 2025, benefited 92 attendees, with
Dr. R. Sundareswaran (Associate Professor, SSN

College of Engineering, Kalavakkam) delivering an

insightful talk on Vulnerability Parameters in Graphs.

The research team has made significant
contributions to academia through publications in
reputed journals, including Scopus, Web of Science,

and UGC-CARE. Notable works include studies on
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domination parameters, metric dimensions,
probabilistic neural networks, and zero divisor graphs.
Among these, key papers were published in journals
such as Proyecciones, Discrete Mathematics,
Algorithms, and Applications, Journal of
Computational Analysis and Applications, and Indian
Journal of Natural Sciences. Additionally, 20 research
papers were presented at national and international
conferences, covering topics like domination integrity,
transformation graphs, and detour domination in
hypercube networks, showcasing the Centre’s
interdisciplinary research scope. The Mathematics
Research Centre continues to foster a dynamic and
intellectually stimulating research environment, making
notable contributions to mathematical sciences through
high-impact publications, conferences, and academic
collaborations. With a strong commitment to advancing
knowledge, mentoring scholars, and expanding
interdisciplinary research, the Centre aspires to enhance
its scholarly impact and global research outreach in the

years to come.

14) COMPUTER SCIENCE RESEARCH
CENTRE (2009)

The Computer Science Research Centre was
established in 2009 as the first research centre among
the affiliated colleges of Manonmaniam Sundaranar
University, Tirunelveli. Currently, four faculty members
are guiding twenty-one research scholars in pursuing
their Ph.D. In the academic year 2024-25, three
candidates were awarded Ph.D. degree under the
guidance of Dr. S. P. Victor and Dr. S. John Peter.
Additionally, eight doctoral committee meetings and

four Pre-Ph.D. Viva Voce sessions were conducted. A

one-day National Conference on Prospects and Challenges
in Disruptive Technologies (NCPCDT@24) was held on
December 6, 2024. The event featured Dr. T.
Kokilavani, Professor of Computer Science at Christ
(Deemed to be University), Bangalore, and Mr. Michael
Packiaraj, Manager of Experience Engineering
(Technical Architect), Bangalore, as resource persons.

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16) ENGLISH RESEARCH CENTRE (2011)

The English Research Centre witnessed
significant academic activities during the 2024-2025
academic year. Three full-time and one part-time
research scholar were admitted under the guidance of
faculty members. In terms of research progress, Dr. V.
Ajitha successfully defended her thesis on postcolonial
themes in Ben Okri’s fiction, while Pre-PhD
presentations were conducted for Ms. R.
Gurunagalakshmi and Mr. Oswin Barnabas. Ms. R.
Gurunagalakshmi also submitted her thesis in March
2025. Scholars actively contributed to academic
discussions by presenting research papers at national
and international seminars on diverse topics, including
postcolonial studies, ecofeminism, digital humanities,
and partition narratives. Additionally, they participated
in various conferences and workshops focused on
translation, literary criticism, Al in research, and
interdisciplinary studies. Specialized training sessions
on bibliometrics, research methodologies, and Al tools

for education further enhanced their academic

competencies.

The research centre also saw significant
scholarly publications. Several scholars published
research articles in SCOPUS-indexed journals, covering
themes such as migration, race-based trauma, and
literary critiques. Others contributed to reputed
interdisciplinary journals with papers on feminism,
trauma narratives, and postcolonial literature. Faculty
development and training programs played a crucial
role in strengthening research capabilities, with scholars
attending multiple FDPs and short-term training
programs on Al in research, literary theory, research

writing, and patent filing. To further augment their

academic credentials, some scholars completed
certification courses, including SWAYAM courses on
soft skills and Al-related subjects. These activities
collectively reflect the Centre’s commitment to
advancing research, fostering academic discussions, and
equipping scholars with the necessary skills for future

academic and professional pursuits.

17) FOLKLORE RESOURCES AND
RESEARCH CENTRE (FRRC) (1987)

The Folklore Resources & Research Centre
(FRRC), in association with the PG & Research
Department of Folklore, SXC, organized various
academic and cultural events throughout the year. A
Workshop on Folkloristics was conducted in
collaboration with MSU Colleges, Nagampatti,
Thisaiyanvilai, and Govindaperi on September 12,
2024. A Divisional Level Folk Arts Festival was held
on January 10, 2025, in association with the South Zone
Cultural Centre, Thanjavur, under the Ministry of
Culture, Government of India. The department also
hosted memorial lectures, including the Prof. Tho.
Paramasivan Memorial Lecture on February 18, 2025,
the Dr. S.D. Lourdu Endowment Lectures for 2021—
2022 and 2022-2023 on February 19, 2025, and the
Rev. Dr. V. Britto S.J. Endowment Lecture for 2022—
2023 on February 26, 2025, where corresponding

monographs were released.

18) FOLKLORE RESEARCH CENTRE
(1992)

The PG & Research Department of Folklore at
SXC organized various academic and cultural events
under its association, ManavarManram, throughout the
2024-2025 academic year. The association was
inaugurated on July 25, 2024, with an address by Dr.
Samuel Asir Raj. Subsequent meetings featured diverse
activities, including a documentary screening by
filmmaker K. Ramachandran, book reviews by student
Ms. P. Anzanai, an interaction with puppeteer Mr. Raju
Rao, and a discussion with poet Ms. M. Indhumathi.
The valedictory function was scheduled for March 12,
2025, featuring Dr. V. Manickam as the keynote
speaker. Additionally, the department hosted a
Workshop on Folkloristics in collaboration with MSU
colleges on September 12, 2024, with expert lectures

by eminent scholars.

A Divisional Level Folk Arts Festival took place
on January 10, 2025, featuring traditional performances
such as Villuppattu, Tholpavaikuthu, and Therukuthu.
The Prof. Tho. Pa. Memorial Lecture was delivered by

Dr. Bhakthavatsala Bharathy on February 18, 2025.
The department also conducted the Dr. S.D. Lourdu
Endowment Lectures on February 19, 2025, and the
Rev. Fr. V. Britto S.J. Endowment Lecture on February
26, 2025, with the release of monographs from past
years. An interaction with author Dr. T. Sanathanan
took place on February 16, 2025, focusing on his book
on Jaffna murals. Additionally, the department
organized around ten Na. Va. KarkaiVattam events,
seven Ki. Ra. Kathai Solli Koottam sessions, and three
film screenings as part of the DoF Film Club. These
initiatives highlighted the department’s dedication to
folklore research, cultural preservation, and academic

discourse.
19) ECONOMICS RESEARCH CENTRE (2017)

Research plays a crucial role in higher education,
fostering critical thinking among students and research
scholars. The Department of Economics Research
Centre at St. Xavier’s College, Palayamkottai, was
established in 2017 with the aim of encouraging and
guiding scholars in exploring various socio-economic,
cultural, industrial, technological, agricultural, and
environmental issues. The centre provides a platform
for in-depth study, discussion, and academic
engagement, enhancing the overall quality of research.
Equipped with essential facilities, the centre offers a
dedicated 450 sq. ft. research cabin with three
computers and internet access. Scholars have the
flexibility to meet their supervisors during working

hours, ensuring continuous academic support.

The centre attracts postgraduate students from
both within the college and other institutions who aspire
to pursue a Ph.D. in Economics. For the academic year

2024-2025, the department has enrolled four full-time

20) ENTREPRENEURIAL DEVELOPMENT
AND RESEARCH CENTRE (ED & RC)
(2008)

The Entreprencurial Development and Research
Centre (ED&RC) Activities for 2024-2025 were
inaugurated on 26th July 2024 at Loyola Hall. On 7
August 2024, the centre (ED&RC) organized an
awareness program on “Zero Investment Business.”
The session aimed to guide students on starting
businesses with minimal or no capital. It featured an
informative talk by Mr. Christy, Founder of Intellectual
Mad House, who shared practical strategies for low-
cost startups. Additionally, Dr. Asha Raja, Associate
Professor at PMT College, encouraged creative thinking

through real-life examples.

A One-Day Workshop on Beautician Services
was conducted on 15" October 2024 at ED&RC.
Resource persons Ms. A. Mariya Jessy, Beautician at

Jessy Beauty and Aari Institute, and Ms. J. Jerin Jes

Rachal, Beautician at ParadiserGlamup Makeup
Academy, provided practical training on basic
beautician skills and makeup techniques. They guided
students in exploring career opportunities in the
beautician sector through hands-on training. The
workshop was highly beneficial in introducing
participants to entrepreneurial prospects in this field.
A total of 50 students from various departments of
the college participated and benefitted from the session.
From 17" to 19® October 2024, The Tamil Nadu Urban
Livelihood (TNULM) the

Entrepreneurship Development and Innovation

Mission and
Institute (EDII), Tirunelveli, jointly organized EDP
Training for TNULM beneficiaries in collaboration with
the Entrepreneurial Development & Research Centre
for women entreprencurs. The program was presided
over by Rev. Fr. Dr. Godwin Rufus, SJ. Mr. Siva
Baarathi, District Coordinator, EDII-TN, presented the
dynamics of the training, while Mr. Joseph Arockia
Sathish, Assistant Project Officer, TNULM, addressed
the women entrepreneurs on various government

schemes and the opportunities available to them.

On 5" December 2024, ED&RC organized a
Hands-on Training Session on Stock Market
Investment, during which students opened DEMAT
accounts with the assistance of officials from Choice
Equity Broking Pvt. Ltd., Tirunelveli. The event was
presided over by Rev. Fr. Dr. Godwin Rufus, §J,
Principal of the college. An MOU was signed with
Choice Equity Broking Pvt. Ltd. The resource persons
for the session included Mr. N. Arulvengadam, Territory
Head, Mr. R. Karthikeyan, Branch Manager, and
Relationship Managers Mr. Karthikeyan Mariappan and
Mzr. T.K. Vignesh from CEBPL.
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21) COMMERCE RESEARCH CENTRE (2010)

A pre-scheduled monthly teaching practice
program was implemented for research scholars to
enhance their instructional competencies. Under the
supervision of their respective research guides, scholars
actively participated in teaching sessions, allowing them
to refine their pedagogical skills. Their performance
was rigorously assessed based on the effectiveness of
their teaching methodologies, ensuring continuous

professional growth and academic excellence.

A 10-day workshop on SPSS was organized from
March 10, 2025, to March 24, 2025. The workshop
saw active participation from 50 postgraduate students
and six research scholars. Through hands-on training
sessions, participants gained practical experience in
applying statistical methods and analytical tools,
enhancing their proficiency in data analysis and

interpretation using SPSS.

To strengthen the Research Centre’s library and
enhance its credibility and academic resources, four
journals have been subscribed to through a contribution
of 112,000 by research scholars. Additionally, six
journals have been subscribed for the academic year
2025-2026 with financial support from the college.
This initiative aims to promote scholarly research,
facilitate knowledge dissemination, and support

scholars in their ongoing research.

In an effort to enrich academic resources, faculty
members of the department generously donated 20
books valued at ! 10,000. The college management also
contributed 10 books on various aspects of research
methodology. These contributions aim to support
researchers and final-year postgraduate students by
providing valuable academic materials to facilitate

advanced research and scholarly pursuits.

22) BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION
RESEARCH CENTRE (2018)

The XIBA Centre for Research continues to
uphold academic excellence through its scholars’
achievements and institutional developments. In the
academic year 2024-25,
Shivabarathi, Dr. Bulomine Regi, Dr. Lily Sandya, and

four scholars—Dr.
Dr. Balasaraswathi—successfully defended their theses
and received their convocation, highlighting their
dedication and the centre’s commitment to research.
On August 10, 2024, XIBA hosted the Research
Scholars Meet 2024, chaired by Rev. Dr. Michael John
SJ, facilitating intellectual exchange among scholars and
supervisors. The centre admitted 12 new scholars,
reinforcing its focus on high-quality research and
collaboration, with five scholars under external
supervision. XIBA also completed its renewal process
on November 6, 2024, under the guidance of academic
committee members, ensuring compliance with research
standards. In a major development, the XIBA Business
Review (XBR) secured the ICSSR Ad Hoc Annual
Grant-in-Aid for 2025, supporting impactful research
publications, with an application submitted for UGC
CARE listing. Additionally, the centre has applied for
an ICSSR grant to conduct a Ten-Day Capacity
Building Program on Research Methodology, aimed at
enhancing scholars’ research skills and fostering a strong

academic culture.
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23) XAVIER RESEARCH FOUNDATION (2018)

Xavier Research Foundation (XRF) is a
pioneering initiative of the St. Xavier’s College
management, aimed at promoting interdisciplinary
research, publications, and extension activities. It
serves as a centre of excellence dedicated to cutting-
edge research that addresses societal challenges and
environmental protection. XRF operates as an
interdisciplinary research centre recognized by M.S.
University (MSU/RES/R4/IRC/2021). The team
includes one Director, three Scientists, one Emeritus
Scientist, four Project Fellows, research scholars, and
a Technical Assistant, all working full-time.

Currently, XRF is running six major projects
focused on Agro-Tourism, Organic Agriculture,
Environmental Awareness, and the promotion of
herbal gardens in schools across Tirunelveli District.
Additionally, XRF is involved in documenting
medicinal practices used in Varmam therapeutics by
non-institutionally trained Siddha practitioners in
Southern Tamil Nadu, as well as isolating soil
actinomycetes from the Agasthiyamalai hills.
Furthermore, the foundation is engaged in rigorous
scientific evaluation of indigenous traditional herbal
medicines for disease treatment. XRF has also
developed natural products for controlling insects and
pests. XRF staff have handled four non-major elective
papers and published 29 research papers, along with
submitting 37 gene sequences to GenBank.

In the current academic year, “Xavier Solai’—an
Agro, Eco, and Biodiversity Park—was inaugurated by
then-District Collector Dr. K. P. Karthikeyan, I.A.S.,
on September 3, 2024. This 25-acre park, established
by XRF, is
Vickiramasingapuram, near Papanasam. It houses

located in Irudhayakulam,
nearly 400 ecologically, medicinally, and economically
valuable plant species, as well as traditional breeds of
livestock. XRF supports numerous students in utilizing
the SXC herbarium and its research facilities. Many MSc
students are conducting their project work at XRE, and

the digitization of the herbarium is currently in progress.

“a cradle of ancient cultures, religions and spiritual
traditions which continue to shape the life of millions of
people in a social context marked for centuries by a
notable degree of mutual tolerance” (John Paul II,
Crossing the Threshold of Hope, 12), stands at a
crossroads today. His observation, made after his 1999
visit, resonates with the enduring diversity and plurality
that define India’s cultural fabric. Yet, as we look around,
we must ask: does this spirit of mutuality still thrive in

today’s kaleidoscopic India, or is it under threat?
Pointers: The State of the Nation

While India’s legacy of tolerance and coexistence is
remarkable, the present is marred by growing religious
fundamentalism, injustice, inequality, illiteracy, child labour,
women’s oppression, and the domination of the majority
over minorities. Dirty politics and corruption further erode

the social contract. The list of challenges seems endless.
Problems: The Shadows We Face

e Anti-Human Values: The dominant values in
society have shifted from human dignity to material
gain. As Jodi Picoult writes, “The human capacity
for burden is like bamboo - far more flexible than
you’d ever believe at first glance” (Picoult, Handle
with Care, 244). Yet, our resilience is tested by
rampant corruption, violence, and the

commodification of education.

® Education Crisis: Our educational system is
highly commercialised, disconnected from human
realities, and the value of education risks becoming

amere academic formality.

® Leadership Deficit: Political and religious
leaders make grand promises of justice, equality,
and empowerment for Dalits, tribals, and women,

but often lack vision and genuine commitment.

®  Corruption and Crime: From the selling of votes
to the normalisation of bribery, from the release
of criminals to the silencing of truth in the media,

our conscience is under siege.

® Social Injustices: The cries of farmers, the plight
of women and children, and the persistent caste
and communal divides reflect deep wounds in our

social fabric.

As Nelson Mandela reminds us, “The greatest
glory in living lies not in never falling, but in rising every
time we fall” (Mandela, Long Walk to Freedom: The
Autobiography of Nelson Mandela, 37). It is in
acknowledging these falls that we find the resolve torise

again.
Prospects: Reclaiming Hope and Compassion

Despite the darkness, India’s story is not one of
despair but of hope and resilience. As the Dalai Lama
observes, “Love and compassion are necessities, not
luxuries. Without them humanity cannot survive” (Dalai
Lama, The Art of Happiness, 98). Our prospects lie in

embracing these values and translating them into action.

GLOBAL STRUGGLEAND
TRIUMPH OF THE WOMEN’S
SUFFRAGE MOVEMENT

The suffrage movement represents one of the most
significant social and political battles in modern history. It
was a global campaign that sought to secure the right to
vote for women, challenging centuries-old gender norms

and pushing for equality in the political realm.
The Origins of the Suffrage Movement

The roots of the suffrage movement can be traced
to the broader struggle for women’s rights, which began
in the 18th and 19th centuries. During this time, women
were largely excluded from political life and denied basic
civil rights, including the right to vote. The movement gained
formal momentum in 1848 when Elizabeth Cady Stanton
and Lucretia Mottorganized the Seneca Falls
Convention in New York. The Seneca Falls Convention
was the first women’s rights convention. It was a
convention focused on discussing the social, civil, and

religious status and rights of women.

Many people, both men and women, believed that
women were intellectually and emotionally unfit to

participate in the political process.
Key Milestones of the Suffrage Movement Include:

¢ Seneca Falls Convention (1848): The first
women’s rights convention in the United States,

organized by Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Lucretia

Mott. It was a pivotal moment in the fight for
women’s rights, where the “Declaration of
Sentiments” was adopted, demanding equal rights,

including the right to vote.

Formation of Suffrage Organizations: Prominent
leaders like Susan B. Anthony and Elizabeth Cady
Stanton formed groups such as the National
Woman Suffrage Association (NWSA) in the
U.S., while Emmeline Pankhurst and others
established the Women’s Social and Political
Union (WSPU) in the UK to fight for women’s
voting rights.

Miilitant Tactics: Figures like Alice Paul in the U.S.
and Emmeline Pankhurst in the UK used militant
tactics, including hunger strikes, picketing, and civil
disobedience, to draw attention to the suffrage
cause. In the U.S., Alice Paul’s protests included

picketing the White House during World War 1.

19th Amendment (1920): In the United States,
the suffrage movement culminated in the passage
of the 19th Amendment in 1920, granting women
the right to vote.

The Struggles Faced

participation as a threat to the status quo. Women were
often stereotyped as being too emotional, irrational, or
domestic to make informed political decisions. Additionally,
many women faced resistance from other women who
believed that political engagement was a male domain and

that women’s place was at home.

One of the most significant barriers the suffragists
encountered was the prevailing racial discrimination,
especially in the United States. While the 19" Amendment
secured the right to vote for many women, it did not
guarantee that all women could vote. African American
women, particularly in the South, were disenfranchised
through discriminatory practices such as literacy tests, poll
taxes, and outright intimidation. It wasnot until the Voting
Rights Act of 1965 that the federal government intervened

to ensure voting rights for African American women.
Global Impact and Legacy

The suffrage movement’s influence extended
beyond the U.S. and the UK. In 1893, women in New
Zealand became the first to gain the right to vote, with
other countries like Australia and Finland following in the
early 20th century. Each victory was a step toward gender
equality, challenging traditional roles that confined women

to the private sphere.

While securing voting rights was a significant
achievement, it was not the end of the fight for women’s

equality. The suffrage movement laid the groundwork for

future feminist movements focused on education, equal
pay and protection against gender-based violence. It
showed that collective action could bring about change

and remains a symbol of women’s resilience.

After along break, he called his children and told them
that he had received an offer to teach medical students at
the University of Toronto in Canada. He also said that he
had bought for them a house full of lawns surrounded by
olive trees, fig, and apricot trees. Hearing this, the children
rejoiced. After all, those children who lived in the crowded
refugee camp for so many years must be happier hearing
this.

“I am going to fly in the aeroplane, Daddy,” the little girl
Aya shouted happily.

But life can sometimes give us more suffering than one
thinks.

This was not Dr. 1zzeldin Abuelaish’s first trip. He was
educated in a refugee camp in Palestine under extreme
struggles and graduated from Harvard University. Later,
he worked as a doctor in Israel. He was known by many
people, from children to adults, for his kind services during

his time working in Israel.

Despite all these years of war, Dr. Abuelaish had friends
in Israel. Prominent among them was Solmi Eldar, a Jewish
reporter for Israeli Television.
